Announcement of the 7th International Online Radio Meeting/Festival
“Theatre in front of a Microphone”
The Theatre Visual Arts Center “Poupoulo” (Thessaloniki, Greece), the Foundation Motivation in Arts (Paphos, Cyprus) and the Creative Drama & Arts Centre (Melbourne, Australia) announce the 7th International Online Radio Meeting/Festival “Theatre in front of a Microphone” – “YOUTH THEATRE ON AIR”.
Taking into account the steadily increasing participation and the warm response the Festival receives each year, the organizers invite all schools and theatre groups/workshops to participate once again in this year’s 7th International Online Meeting, which is dedicated to the memory of Maria Anastasiadi.
Maria Anastasiadi, Vice President of the Foundation Motivation in Arts and member of the Festival’s organizing team, recently passed away after a long battle with cancer. She was a bright and generous person, with deep love for theatre, children, and artistic creation. Her selfless contribution, sensitivity and integrity constitute a precious legacy for all of us who had the blessing of working with her.
The art of Radio Theatre, rooted in the early 20th century, is revived through the Festival, offering participants the opportunity to explore in depth the Greek language, identity, and culture through a creative blend of text, theatrical practice, and contemporary digital technology.
Its aim is for the Greek language, culture, and theatrical expression to travel through radio frequencies and the internet to Greek communities around the world. The action’s unique comparative advantage lies in its digital character, as it knows no borders and is open to all on the world wide web, while it connects Greek children from different parts of the world, creating satellites for the dissemination of Greek spirit.
It is worth mentioning that in previous International Meetings/Festivals, hundreds of children and teenagers participated from Primary and Secondary Education in Greece, Cyprus, Melbourne, Poland, and the Czech Republic, including children of first-, second-, and third-generation Greek immigrants.
The distinguished theatrical works of the participants were broadcast via the radio waves of ERT The voice of Greece, the First Programme of RIK, and the Australian State Radio SBS Greek.

If you also wish to take part
in the 7th International Meeting/Festival “YOUTH THEATRE ON AIR”,
you may select a theatrical play, a fairy tale or a story, record it,
and send it to the organizers.
School administrations and participating educators are asked to carefully study the participation terms and strictly adhere to them.
TERMS OF PARTICIPATION
1. RIGHT TO PARTICIPATE
Eligible to participate are theatre groups of Public and Private Pre-Primary, Primary, Secondary General, Secondary Technical and Vocational Education Schools, Higher Education institutions, as well as independent theatre groups.
Theatre groups must consist exclusively of students. The participation of teachers/theatre instructors in any role is not permitted.
2. DURATION OF RADIO PLAY
8–10 minutes (maximum duration: 10 minutes).
The time limit will be strictly observed; any submission exceeding it will be automatically disqualified.
3. SELECTION OF WORK
Each school/theatre group may participate with more than one work.
Submissions must be theatrical plays (dialogues), not simple narration or theatrical adaptations of a story, fairy tale, or literary text.
Careful selection of the play is recommended, taking into account the age, interests, and abilities of the students.
4. EVALUATION AND AWARDS
All recorded works will be evaluated by Committees of Experts, consisting of qualified individuals from theatre, education, and the arts.
Once all submissions have been received, the public will be able to listen to the works on www.dramacenter.gr and https://motivationinarts.com/ and vote for the “Audience Award”.
Festival results will be announced during the official online Opening Ceremony on Saturday, 2 May 2026, attended by representatives of local authorities, academia, artists, authors, educators, school principals, and students.
Awards will be presented during the ceremony.
Selected works (committee and audience winners) will be broadcast by state radio stations in Cyprus, Greece, and abroad.
All groups will receive a participation diploma, which will be sent electronically after the Festival’s conclusion.
5. REGISTRATION OF PARTICIPATION
Schools/theatre groups wishing to participate may complete the online participation forms by 23 December 2025 at: https://www.dramacenter.gr/open-call (SUBMISSION & APPLICATION).
They must then send their completed audio works in MP3 format directly to the email addresses:
theatropoupoulo@yahoo.gr or youththeatreonair@gmail.com,
or via WeTransfer to the same addresses.
Final submission date for recorded works: 6 April 2026.
Along with the recording, a short written and recorded introduction of the play and the group must be sent, narrated by the responsible educator/director (duration: 1 minute).
